2) Recognises dissatisfaction among residents’ associations concerning the 
lack of visibility of Field Officers in the community, some of whom have 
never come across or met these officers; 
 

3) Considers that the Field Officers policy has neither worked effectively nor 
gained the approval of the public; 
 

4) Requests a report that: 
 

a. Examines the ongoing role of Field Officers in the City in the context 
of enforcement and inspection work; 

b. Considers a move to alternative arrangements in future which may be 
more popular among residents.
