m Introduction: Purpose, SPD will be a material consideration,
focused on alterations/extensions to residential properties, not
about PD

m Preliminary Design Advice: General, applies to all

m Design Guidance on Different Types of Extensions and
Alterations — Explains ‘design principles’ for key types of
development, highlighted by illustrations of good & bad design
