30. CHANGING THE AGE RANGE OF THREE PRIMARY PHASE SCHOOLS IN 

PORTSLADE – FINAL DECISION 
 

30.1 The Strategic Director; People introduced the report which detailed the proposed 
expansion of school places in three schools in Portslade which would enable the 
creation of all-through primary schools.  There had been an extensive consultation 
process and no objections had been received and it was therefore proposed, subject to 
full council approval, to implement the changes in September 2013. 

 
30.2 The Chair welcomed the report and stated that he wished to thank the officers 

concerned for all their work in bringing this matter to fruition.
