* Business & Value for Money Group - makes sure money is well

spent.

All the groups meet at least four times a year; however with project work the
groups are meeting more regularly. For example the Tenancy Group is
working on a practical project to improve an estate, the Estates Development
Budget Panel meets 10 times a year and the City Assembly Sub Group meets
monthly.
